The Common Council of the City of Sturgis met in regular session starting at 6:00 p.m. on
Monday, August 17, 2015 at the Erskine Building. Present: Mayor Mark Carstensen,
Alderpersons Jason Anderson (arrived at 6:22 pm), Mike Bachand, Branden Bestgen, Rod
Bradley, Tony Dargatz, David Hersrud, Adam Martin, and Ronald Waterland. Also present: City
Manager Daniel Ainslie and City Attorney Greg Barnier. Absent: None.

Motion by Bestgen, second by Waterland and carried with all members present voting yes to
approve the agenda.

Motion by Martin, second by Bachand and carried with all members present voting yes to go into
executive session for two legal cases, three contracts and one personnel at 6:02 pm.

RESOLUTION 2015 - 58

A RESOLUTION TO CLOSE STREETS TO CREATE AN SHOW AND SHINE AREA,
AND TO PERMIT OPEN CONTAINERS ON CERTAIN PUBLIC PROPERTY AND
WITHIN CERTAIN PUBLIC RIGHTS OF WAY

WHEREAS, the Sturgis Mustang Rally is an event that brings many tourists to the City
of Sturgis and the surrounding area, and

WHEREAS, the City of Sturgis has supported the Sturgis Mustang Rally event in past
years, and

WHEREAS, the Sturgis Mustang Rally organizers have requested a designation of an
open container area within a portion of the public property of the City of Sturgis, and

WHEREAS, the request from the Sturgis Mustang Rally is permitted under the authority
of state law;

NOW THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED that any banner to be installed by
Sturgis Pubic Works staff shall be delivered in to the Public Works Department on Dudley Street
in condition suitable for installation no later than 10:00 am on Monday, August 31st, and

IT ISHEREBY FURTHER RESOLVED as set forth herein that the City of Sturgis shall
close certain streets to the public for a limited period of time to establish a Show and Shine event
area on September 5, 2015 from 2:00 am to 8:00 pm on the public streets as follows:

1. On Main Street, beginning at the east edge of the Right of Way of 4" Street, and
continuing east to intersection of Main Street and Junction Avenue, and resuming on
the East side of Junction Avenue and continuing to the intersection of Main street and
Middle street, and

2. For First Street, between its intersection with Lazelle Street and south to its intersection
with Sherman Street, and

3. For Harley Davidson Way, between its intersection with Lazelle Street and south to its
intersection with Sherman Street, and
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For Third Street, between its intersection with Lazelle Street and south to its
intersection with Sherman Street, and

IT ISHEREBY FURTHER RESOLVED that the Sturgis Police Department will be

authorized to ticket and tow illegally parked vehicles within that street closure area starting
September 5, 2015 at 2:00 a.m., and

IT ISHEREBY FURTHER RESOLVED as set forth herein that the City of Sturgis shall

establish an open container area on September 5, 2015 from 10:00 am to 7:00 pm on that public
property open to the public, within area bounded as follows:

5.

On the West by the eastern edge of the Right of Way of 4™ Street, beginning at the
intersection of 4" Street and Lazelle Street and continuing south to the intersection of
4" Street and Sherman Street, and

Bounded to the South by the North edge of the Sherman Street Right of Way between
4" Street and Middle Street, and

On the East by the western edge of the Middle Street Right of Way beginning at the
intersection of Sherman Street and Middle Street and continuing North to the
intersection of Middle Street and the alley located between Lazelle Street and Dudley
Street, except for an extension further East across the Middle Street Right of Way and
along and including the entire Main Street Right of Way to a point two hundred eighty
(280) feet East of the intersection of Main Street and Middle Street, and

On the North by the alley Right of Way located between Lazelle Street and Dudley
Street and extending from the intersection of that alley and Middle Street across
Junction Avenue and continuing to the intersection of that alley and the Right of Way
for 1st Street, and further including the area within and between the Right of Way of 1%
Street and 3" Street that lies north of Lazelle Street and south of Bear Butte Creek, then
continuing along the south edge of the Right of Way of Lazelle Street further west to
the point of beginning.

Included in this Open Container area are the designated cross walks at the intersections
of Main Street and Junction, Main Street and Middle Street, Lazelle Street and
Junction, 1% Street, Harley Davidson Way and 3rd Street as they cross Lazelle Street,
and also including the Right of Way area of Third Street, Second Street, First Street,
Main Street and Junction Avenue within these boundaries.

This area shall be marked by city barricades with clearly legible signs, provided by the

organizers and consistent with the limitations of this Resolution, stating that the barricade marks
the boundary of the open container area. The open container area does not include the City
Library, any City Property not open to the public, and does not include any private property
within the open container area.

Motion by Hersrud, second by Martin and carried with all members present voting yes to approve
a Special Events license for Tom Termes to sell 50™ Rally collector beer cans for a fundraiser for
the National MS Society.

Motion by Hersrud, second by Bestgen and carried with all members present voting yes to
approve first reading of Ordinance 2015-09 — Appropriations for 2016.

Motion by Bestgen, second by Anderson and carried Carstensen, Anderson, Bachand, Bestgen,
Bradley, Dargatz, Martin and Waterland voting yes, Hersrud abstaining, to approve the purchase
of a Bobcat S590 Skid-Steer Loader from Jenner Equipment for $38,170 for the City Water
Department. This purchase is through the National Joint Powers Association and the Cooperative
Purchasing Venture Program.

Any other business:

John Grant, owner of Bob’s Family Restaurant, had two concerns for the Council. No garbage
receptacles on Main Street and no public restrooms. There are garbage receptacles at the pocket
parks on Main Street. The City will look into these concerns.

Loraine Schaefer and Ed Husman were present to discuss the issues of drainage on 1% Avenue
and asked the City to fix the drainage issues. The City is in the process of working on these
storm water issues.

Councilor Bestgen stated his issues with drainage at his home in Murray Addition and poor
planning with previous projects done by the City in the past. There are also concerns about the
Dolan Creek project.

Councilor Hersrud asked about sidewalk project. The contractor that had been hired to fix
sidewalks backed out. We have talked with another contractor and he should be contacting
citizens who want to have their sidewalk fixed.

Motion by Martin, second by Hersrud and carried with all members present voting yes to go into
executive session for personnel and contracts at 8:43 pm.

Motion by Waterland, second by Bradley and carried with all members present voting yes to
return to regular session at 10:24 pm.

Motion by Waterland, seconded by Dargatz and carried with all members present voting yes to
adjourn the meeting at 10:24 pm.
