Surcharges and Fees - 
How and Why Charges Occur 

  City staff has noticed a recent increase in 
questions from residents about the surcharges that 
appear on our municipal utility bills.  
  According to Dale Olson, Water Superintendent, 
when the MUB recently added more detail to the 
water bills and split out a surcharge that has been 
in effect for several months, a lot of customers 
called to question the charges. 
  The item in question is a $1.66 surcharge put in 
place by the Municipal Utilities Board to pay for a 
loan (bond) to cover the costs associated with a 
water line replacement in Murray Addition in 2010.  
The surcharge now appears as a separate line 
item from the $4.60 surcharge that is in place to 
cover Phase I and II of the Water Improvement 
Plan that is currently under construction as well as 
the improvements that will be made to the main 
water line under Lazelle Street starting this fall. 
  Murray Addition property owners also pay an 
additional $25.00 each month to cover the costs 
incurred when a new sewer line was installed in 
the subdivision in 2010.  Some property owners 
opted to pay their share of the loan up front and 
are not making the $25.00 payments. 
  All residents with a water account also pay  a 
$1.00 per month recycling fee.  Fees are set by 
ordinance and remain in effect until the City 
Council decides to discontinue the fee.  Fees are 
usually allocated to pay for specific expenses 
unlike surcharges that are established to pay for 
loans and bonds.  Neither fees nor surcharges 
require a vote to be implemented.  A bond 
measure may be brought to a vote if enough 
signatures are gathered via petition.  
  The Sturgis Community Center, Library and 
Volunteer Fire Department were all built through 
bonds and are paid for with funds from sales tax 
revenue that is collected during the year.

  City Ordinance 32.03.03 
stipulates that - any person 
who owns or who has under 
his care a dog, shall not allow 
said dog, to run at large in the 
City, and said dog, when 
present within the City, shall 

either be on a leash controlled by a person, or 
properly secured to a leash which has been tied to 
an immovable object or confined within an 
enclosure sufficient to keep said dog restrained 
from escaping such enclosure. No dog shall be 
leashed to an immovable object so as to permit the 
dog to walk on or over any public sidewalk or 
street, or any property of another person other than 
that of the owner of said dog.  If an animal is 
deemed to be running at large, the owner may be 
cited by the Animal Control Officer. 
  It is also unlawful to have any animal in any public 
park and recreation area or cemetery within the 
City, except under leash control and on designated 
roads and walkways. 
  If you see a dog running at large anywhere in the 
City limits, contact the Police Department and 
report the incident.  If you own a Pit Bull and live 
within City limits, you must register the animal with 
the Animal Control Officer.
