PROCEEDINGS OF THE STURGIS CITY COUNCIL

The Common Council of the City of Sturgis met in regular session starting at 6:30 p.m. on
Monday, May 19, 2014 at the Erskine Building. Present: Alderpersons Jason Anderson, Mike
Bachand, Branden Bestgen, David Hersrud, Marcia Johnston, Tim Potts, and Ronald Waterland.
Also present: City Manager Daniel Ainslie (by phone) and City Attorney Greg Barnier (by phone
for the Ordinances). Absent: Mayor Mark Carstensen and Kelly Vasknetz.

President Branden Bestgen led everyone in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion by Hersrud, second by Anderson and carried with all members present voting yes to
approve the agenda.

Shawn Fisher, Ambulance Director, announced that it is National EMS week and gave a
summary of the events that are happening this week in Sturgis.

City Manager Ainslie reported:
